15/10557; Land adjacent 20 Pyrford Mews, Belmore Lane, (NB: Proposed Legal Agreement); one pair of semi-detached bungalows; shed/bin store; landscaping; parking. Status: Town Council recommends refusal: overdevelopment; impact on neighbour amenity through loss of open space within grounds of this development. Comment: Lymington Local Distinctiveness SPD places application sites within the South Lymington character area (zone6). The entrance to the Mews is mentioned in the SPD, as part of a space that provides a green corridor and landscape buffer along Belmore Lane and Vitre Gardens/All Saints Road. The agent maintains that the application site is set so well back as to contribute little to that overall effect and that its incorporation into the Mews as proposed would not undermine the effectiveness of this green corridor. Action: LymSoc objection. Status: comments by 12/06/2015.

10457; Land Of Hathaway House & Red Roofs, Lower Pennington Lane; 3 two-storey dwellings; access; parking (Outline Application). Status: NFDC refused. Proposed development “would fail to contribute positively to local distinctiveness and would be detrimental to character and appearance of area”; in particular it would “constitute an incongruous and intrusive form of backland development that would result in an unduly intensive level of built-form that would be out of keeping with the spacious character of the area”.

15/00306 NFNPA; Land of Creek Cottage, Lower Woodside; installation of estate fencing; realignment of footpath/track; access alterations; 1 metre high fence and gates. Case Officer: “This application is a re-submission following withdrawal of an earlier scheme which met with objections from a number of consultees. The proposal is still to replace the current earth bank at the head of the creek with a structural retaining/sea defence wall using untreated half oak sleepers. The extra ground would allow the footpath to be re-aligned away form the front of the cottage and an estate fence and hedge erected to allow privacy for the cottage. The driveway to the cottage would also be re-aligned. As previously, the main considerations are the impact of the works on: flood zone; SPA and protected species; setting of the listed buildings; public right of way. There were in principle objections to the relocation of the footpath and the erection of any structures in the area, and the further views of those consultees have been sought”. Action: LymSoc objection submitted. Status: NFNPA refused permission 16.06.2015.
10297; St Barbe Museum & Art Gallery, New Street, Lymington Conservation Area; proposal: serpentine wall & outside seating area terrace to eastern façade, landscaping. Comment: policy context: improvement of museum facilities subject to impact on character and appearance of Conservation Area. Prominent unlisted building of local historic interest and a local landmark on west side of New Street, corner of School Lane. Case officer says proposal “needs very careful consideration to establish whether the changes would have an acceptable impact, in particular the wall elements of the scheme”. Action: LymSoc comment submitted and posted on website – no objection. Status: NFDC granted permission 10.06.2015.

11598, land adjacent Yaldhurst Copse full planning permission. Comment: Penny Farthing seeking permission to designate this as a natural green space to fulfil the SANGS open/ amenity space requirement for the Land north of Alexandra Road development. Action: LymSoc objection submitted. Update: Natural England has “doubts as to whether the SANG will successfully draw visitors away from the designated sites for which it is intended to provide mitigation due to its location - a 770m walk from the residential development site”. Status: pending NFDC decision.
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
